· Liberal Arts and Sciences Test (LAST) 
· Content Specialty Test (CST) 
· Assessment of Teaching Skills-Written (ATS-W)

The CST is the Content Specialty Test.
· Childhood Education 1-6 majors take the Multi-Subject CST.

· Adolescence Education 7-12 majors will take the CST in their content area (English, Math, etc.).

Staying Healthy in the Classroom
