To be eligible for an one-time only GRE fee Reduction Certificate you must be:

1)
A United States citizen or resident alien

2)
A college senior receiving federal financial aid through an undergraduate college in the United States, a U.S. territory, or Puerto Rico, or a returning unenrolled college graduate (who has applied for federal financial aid and has a SAR

3)
One whose financial need meets the guidelines stated below

These guidelines are:

1)
A Dependent student whose need analysis report indicates dependent status is eligible for a GRE fee Reduction Certificate if the report shows a parental contribution of not more than $1,400 for the senior year.

2)
A Self-Supporting (Independent) student whose need analysis report indicates self-supporting status is eligible for a GRE fee Reduction Certificate if the contribution is not more than $1,800 for the senior year.

3)
An Unenrolled College Graduate whose need analysis report indicates self-supporting status is eligible for a GRE fee Reduction Certificate if the contribution is not more than $1,800.

A 2011-12 Free Application for Student Aid (FAFSA) must be on file for us to make this determination because a copy of the FAFSA needs to be attached to the Fee Reduction Certificate.  This certificate may be issued for GRE test dates through June 30, 2012. Only a limited number of waivers are available.  Also, please note that to use the fee Reduction Certificate you must apply for the test by mail.  There are no refunds for unused Fee Reduction Certificates, and only one certificate can be issued.
Individuals who receive the Certificate will be required to pay 50 percent of the full test fee.  Your payment responsibility is $80 for the General Test and $70 for a Subject Test.  Eligibility for participation on the Fee Reduction Program is limited to one time only.  Do not schedule a test appointment or register for a test unless you are certain you will be able to attend the test session.
