In addition to class meetings, students will also be responsible for completing class assignments and activities on Angel and in hard copy form. Many of these assignments/activities will be due on class days, but be aware that some may be due on days when we do not meet for class.
Peer Advisement Hours
As a student enrolled in GST 304, you are required to complete 120 hours of Peer Advisement related activities throughout the academic year. Activities often include: spending time with advisees, helping with tasks assigned by Faculty Advisor, holding office or library hours for advisees to meet with you and/or study, tutoring advisees, supporting advisees by attending their games and performances, planning events for advisees, and helping advisees learn about and successfully complete the registration process.

Ten (10) of these 120 hours must be community service, and up to 20 hours of community service may count toward the total 120 hours. Time spent in class and doing class assignments do not count toward your hours, unless otherwise noted.

You will be required to keep a monthly work log, as well as a community service log to document the time you put into Peer Advisement.

Grade & Credits

Although GST 304 is a course that runs throughout the entire academic year, it is considered a fall course. At the end of the fall semester, you will receive an “In Progress” (IP) grade. You will not receive your true grade or the three credits until you have completed all coursework in May. At this time, the credits will be applied to your fall semester and your grade will be factored into your fall semester GPA.
