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What is this Program?

This program is joint effort by Syracuse University and SUNY Oswego and is designed to improve access to research experiences for groups typically underrepresented in research through the creation of a Research Experience for Undergraduates (REU) site.  The program is supported by a grant from NSF.
The entire program is designed to span 1 year.  
First, students will take an online research methods course and begin mentored research with our faculty in Spring.

Second, students will attend an intensive 4-week summer program that will involve coursework, mentored student-faculty interaction, and the development of a research project.  A  $4,000 stipend does accompany this summer session.  

Finally, students are expected to conduct their research under the continued mentorship of REU faculty during the Fall semester.

Who Are our Faculty?
Brooks B. Gump, PhD, MPH. (Director) Dr. Gump is at Syracuse University and conducts research on how environmental chemicals affect responses to stress. For example, lead (Pb) is associated with a stronger stress response. He is interested in how chemicals might affect responses to trauma.
Dessa Bergen-Cico, PhD, CHES, CAS. Dr. Bergen-Cico is at Syracuse University and conducts research on veterans with posttraumatic stress disorder and related substance abuse problems. Her current research explores the use of mindfulness meditation to reduce PTSD symptoms and improve veterans post-war quality of life.
Karen Wolford, PhD. Dr. Wolford is at SUNY Oswego.  She is a licensed clinical psychologist whose research interests include treatment outcome studies, and psychological trauma. Her recent work is on assisting with the development of a state-wide grief counseling curriculum including a unit on support and supervision for grief counselors dealing with the September 11th tragedy 

John Schwoebel, PhD. Dr. Schwoebel is  at SUNY Oswego.  His research interests include exploring questions about mental representations of the human body. In addition, he is interested in exploring the cognitive effects of trauma. 
Roger Brooks, PHD. Dr. Brooks' is at SUNY Oswego.  His research interests integrate the areas of racial identity development, the use of racial enactments, ethnicity, culture, class, gender, trauma and psychological well-being. Current research projects involve the moderating effects of racial identity development between trauma and psychological well-being. 

matthew Dykas, PhD. Matthew Dykas is at SUNY Oswego and is a developmental psychologist whose expertise and theoretical interests lie in the area of children's and adolescents' social and emotional development. He is interested in how family relationships are affected by and modify the experience of trauma.
Why is this ProGram important?

For undergraduates interested in pursuing a graduate education, it is sometimes difficult to find meaningful research experiences and mentoring. This program is designed to provide research training to both increase the undergraduate’s skill in conducted trauma research but also increase their ability to gain admission to competitive graduate programs.

Admissions REquirements:
1) Veteran

2) Completion of a college-level Introduction to Psychology and Statistics course

3) Current GPA of 3.0 or higher

4) Completed application
5) We are particularly interested in applications from women and minorities.
