The SPIN database is provided through annual subscription to over 700 colleges, universities, and industry clients worldwide. It is a computer database with detailed and up-to-the-minute information about thousands of federal, non-federal, and international funding opportunities.

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Defining a Search - Setting Search Criteria 

Search criteria is set by selecting a specific category, and setting a value for the category selected (either by making selections from a list or typing in text). If search criteria is set in multiple categories within a search, a criterion from each category must be satisfied to produce a "hit" from the SPIN database.

Boolean AND, OR, or NOT logic may be utilized among search categories. Each category is linked by "AND" logic by default. While values within each category are linked by the word "OR" (note that the Keyword category provides "AND" logic capability).

The SPIN Advanced Search screen displays all of the categories used to set search criteria. Select a category by clicking on the category name. Or, you can run text searches by using the Title Contains, Objectives Contains, or Synopsis Contains boxes. You may also run searches on Program Numbers, CFDA Numbers and Sponsored Program Numbers utilizing free text boxes.

Setting the Value 

For most categories included on the Advanced Search Screen, a list of values automatically appears, from which you may make selections. To set a value, highlight the desired item by clicking on the item to be selected; if you are making multiple selections from a list, press the Control key (or Command key on a Mac) while clicking on each item. You may navigate through the list using the arrow buttons.

The Title Contains, Objectives Contains, Synopsis Contains, Program Numbers, CFDA Numbers, and Sponsor Program Numbers categories do not have an associated list of values. See their descriptions below for information on how to best search using those text-search fields.

A Quick Search:

You can perform a quick search from the main SPIN page in 7 quick steps. Use the below screen shot to familiarize you with SPIN's quick search.

Run a Quick Search in 7 Steps:

1) Type in the word(s) you want to find in the free text box. 

2) Once you have typed in your search word(s), you have the option to search by "All  words," "Any Words," or the "Exact Phrase." These options can be selected from the "Find" picklist. 

a) Search by All Words: This search will find programs that contain all of the words you typed into the free text box. For example, if you typed into the free text box "cancer research," your search results would contain all programs with the words, cancer, and research. 

b) Search by Any Words: This search will find programs with any of the words you entered into the free text box. For instance, if you typed in "pharmaceutical drugs," your search results would include any program that contained the word pharmaceutical or drug. 

c) Search by Exact Phrase: This search will find programs that contain the exact phrase you entered in the free text box. For example, if you typed into the free text box "youth violence," every SPIN result would contain that exact phrase.

3) Select the field(s) from which the search will look for your word(s) from the "in Fields…" picklist. You can search in  the following fields: Title, Objectives, Synopsis or All.

a) Title field: search for a particular funding opportunity by its Program Title. Keep in mind that abbreviations and/or acronyms may have been used in this field, so if you don't find what you are looking for right away, try to search by an abbreviation. 

b) Objectives field: search for your word(s) within the detailed narrative (objectives and restrictions) of the  program. 

c) Synopsis field: search for your word(s) within the synopsis of the program. 

d) All fields: This option includes Title, Objectives and Synopsis.

4) Select the number of results you want your quick search to return from the "Return Results" picklist. The number of results you can select to return ranges from 25-100 in increments of 25.

5) Specify the country database to search from via the "in Country…" picklist. Each country's database includes programs that are associated with that particular country, and/or are not geographically restricted. The available country databases to search from include: United States, United Kingdom, Australia, Africa, Canada, Central/Eastern Europe, Mexico, Middle East, New Zealand, South/Central America, Denmark, Europe, Ireland, and Sweden.                    Most often than not, you will want to search for programs in the country you currently reside in.

6) Choose the order in which to sort your search results, from the "Sort Order" picklist. You have the option to sort by  program number, sponsor name, deadline date, or program title.

a) Program Number: This is a unique identifier automatically assigned to and associated with each SPIN funding opportunity. 

b) Sponsor Name: The name of the program's sponsor. 

c) Deadline Date: This is the date(s) the application is due for a program. 

d) Program Title: The title of the program.

7) Click the "Search" command button to run the quick search.

If the quick search has results, the results will be displayed for you on the screen. At this point, you can view the programs, save the programs in a report, or narrow the results by performing another search within the previous search's results. More information about this topic is explained in the section, " I have my Search Results. Now What?

Once your search results are displayed on your browser's screen, you have the ability to view, save the search results, or continue searching. 

Viewing Program(s)

There are two ways to view a program: 1) Click on the program number hyperlink, or 2) Select the programs (and program formats) you want displayed to the browser. 

1) Hyperlink Method: To individually view a program, simply click on the program number’s link located between the program’s checkbox and title. When the link is clicked, the program will be displayed on the screen.

2) Display to Browser Method: To select multiple programs to view on screen, check off the programs you want to view via the checkbox preceding the program number hyperlink. You also have the option of selecting all programs by checking the option “Select All Programs” near the bottom of the result’s page. Then click the “Build” command button. SPIN allows you the flexibility to choose whether you want to view the program in full format, summary format, deadline date format, or custom format. Below is a description of each format.

Viewing Formats

1) Full: This format captures all of the fields in a SPIN program, including synopsis, objectives and restrictions.

2) Summary: This format captures the following program information: program number, sponsor name, program title, contact, email, Web site, deadline(s), and synopsis.

3) Deadline(s): This format shows the same information as the summary format, however, the deadline format displays the programs by deadline date.

4) Customer: By clicking the customer Layout hyperlink, you can personalize your format by checking the information you want to view for each program, and pressing “Save Layout.”

Search Within Search Results:

Once you have performed a quick or advanced search that has produced more than one result, you have the ability to narrow your search by searching the results of your previous search. You can repeat this as many times as desired. Of course, when you narrow your search results to one funding opportunity, it is no longer necessary to restrict your results. The process of narrowing your search is very simple. At the bottom of the search results page, a section of the screen is surrounded by two gold or yellow stars. The stars are there to indicate the section of the search results page where you will enter and select information required to search within the results of a prior search. You will need to do the following:

1) Type a word into the available text box 

2) Select a field to search in (your options include All, Title, Objectives, and Synopsis)

3) Select the “Search Within Existing Results” radio button, and click the “Search SPIN” command button

Saving Program(s)

Using the same process as explained in the #2 above, Display to Browser, select the desired programs (and format option) to save to a file, and click the "Build' command button. You will be asked to click here to download the file. This will open the file in your browser. You can use the File, Save As command to save the program(s) in a text or html file.
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
