ABOUT YOUR BUS ROUTE

Centro’s Mexico service operates each weekday
between Oswego, Mexico, and Fulton. It follows a
single route in both directions, and connects in
Oswego and Fulton with the local bus routes for
each of those cities. In addition, several trips go
directly to Lee Memorial Hospital, River Glen
Square and Fulton Commons in Fulton. Please refer
to the map for details of the roads

traveled by the Mexico route.

TRANSFERRING BETWEEN
TWO BUS ROUTES

You may transfer from the Mexico bus service to the

following routes at Towpath Towers in Fulton:

@ To local routes within the City of Fulton.

® To Phoenix, Great Northern Mall, Carousel
Center and Syracuse.

You may transfer from the Mexico service to the city

service in Oswego at the corner of West Bridge

Street and West First Street.

As you board the first bus and pay your fare, just

ask the driver for a transfer card. When boarding the

second bus, just give the transfer coupon to the

driver, and the amount of fare which you paid when

boarding the first bus will be credited toward your

second fare.

PAYING YOUR FARE

There are two segments within the Mexico service:
Oswego - Mexico, and Fulton - Mexico. The fares for
riding each segment are as follows:

Adults 10 to 64 yearsofage .. ......... $1.25
Senior citizens age 65+, and .......... $ .60
persons with disabilities (the driver must be shown
either a Centro ID or a combination of a Medicare
card and photo ID)

Children 6 to 9 yearsofage ........... $ .60
Children under 6 years of age ....... Free
(must be accompanied by adult)

and for local buses within Oswego and Fulton,
please refer to the schedules for those services.
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Note 1 -

In Fulton this trip operates: Broadway, left on S. 4th St., right on
Division St., right on Route 481, left on Broadway to Fulton
Commons (CCC), W. 11th St., right on Hannibal St., right on W. 4th
St. to Price Chopper, continues Oneida St., right on Route 481, right
on Rochester St., and left on S. 1st to Towpath Towers.

HOW TO USE THE SCHEDULE

Find a timepoint A on the map that is near
where you want to catch the bus. Then find the letter
above the timetable shown on the inside.
Underneath each letter, approximate times the bus
will be at that location are shown.

SOME GENERAL INFORMATION

For everyone’s convenience and safety, we ask that
the following items not be brought on the bus: open
containers of food, weapons of any kind, and pets
(unless they are completely enclosed in a cage)
Service animals for persons with disabilities are
allowed. Smoking is not permitted on the bus.

HOLIDAY SERVICE

Centro’s operation is closed on New Year’s
Day, Memorial Day, Fourth of July, Labor
Day, Thanksgiving, and Christmas.

ACCESSIBILITY FOR MOBILITY DEVICES

All Centro vehicles are equipped to accommodate
mobility devices classified as a "common wheel-
chair" according to regulations set forth in the
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA). Centro buses
are equipped with mobility lifts or mobility ramps to
assist passengers in boarding the vehicle.
