Using the Penfield Library LOR (Learning Object Repository)
You can import materials from the Penfield Library LOR into your learning modules by following these steps.

· Open Learning Module folder where object is to be placed 

· Select Add Content 

· Select Import from Learning Object Repository 

· Select the Penfield Library LOR 

· Browse to desired item 

· Select item and click on Link to Items (for content objects) or Copy Items (for assessment objects)
· Edit as desired or needed
