Produced 2003. This video is being distributed by the Eastern National Forests Interpretative Association, Oscoda, Michigan. It is shown as an interpretive media presentation before civic and school groups at FLNF headquarters in Hector.

River of Rushes. Producer, one-hour video documentary presenting migratory birds and waterfowl of the vast Montezuma marsh, nearby rivers, streams, lakesides, and wetlands of Central New York.  Produced 2006, this video has been aired repeatedly on WCNY-PBS Syracuse, N.Y. during summer and fall 2007, has aired on the ThinkBright/Create digital cable channel serving all of upstate New York, and is being distributed as a fundraiser for the Montezuma National Wildlife Refuge, Seneca Falls, N.Y.

Your Dunes, Your Wetlands: Eastern Lake Ontario Dune System. Interpretive video produced in collaboration with New York Sea Grant (based at Cornell University) and the Eastern Lake Ontario Coalition. This production was recently duplicated in large quantity for distribution to schools and libraries throughout the northern New York State region.

Footprints of the Ice Age: the Laurentide Ice Sheet in Upstate New York.  Producer, one-hour video documentary presenting geographic and geological artifacts of the last ice sheet that covered upstate New York.  First aired on WCNY-PBS Syracuse, N.Y. in April, 2009.

Grants and Funding Initiatives:

Since my appointment to SUNY Oswego in 1990 I have written or co-written numerous grant proposals that have attracted over $1 million in direct and in-kind funding to the University.  A summary follows, in descending chronological order:

2002-2003: Co-wrote grant proposals that resulted in more than $140,000 in direct funding to the Center for Community Journalism.  I wrote and was awarded a $5,000 SUNY Conference on Computing in the Disciplines (COCID) grant to support "Beyond Chalk and Talk II," a conference held in October, 2003.

2001-2002:  Co-wrote grant proposals that resulted in $163,000 direct funding to the Center for Community Journalism.  Co-wrote grant proposal with Dr. Alfred Frederick for $25,000 to follow up on research in Benin, West Africa.  This research has resulted in the publication of a book (in press) describing research on public education in Benin.

1999-2000: I co-wrote a successful grant proposal that generated $224,000 in direct funding for the Center for Community Journalism, a new academic initiative within the College of Arts and Sciences.  These funds were awarded by the Park Foundation, the first grant ever awarded to a SUNY Institution by this foundation.  An additional $20,000 grant from SLN seeded the creation of an online degree program which I coordinated until recently.

1997-98: I requested and administered grants totaling approximately $85,000 in funding and support for the development of online, web-based courses and programs.  These courses are being distributed over the SLN which has provided funding to Oswego for that purpose.

1996-97: I wrote or co-wrote four major grant proposals of which two were awarded (total amount: $250,000) to support various telemediated learning initiatives.  One, entitled NorthLink, funded a three-way videoconference capability among SUNY campuses in Oswego, Canton and Watertown beginning in the 1997-98 academic year.  The other funded a project intended to determine if videoconferencing can be used successfully to observe student teachers at a distance and allow pre-service teachers to observe master teachers in K-12 classrooms. 

1995-96: I wrote and administered five significant grants (total amount: $367,000) to continue development of distance learning initiative.  One funded the construction of two videoconference-based distance learning rooms, one on campus and the other at the Phoenix (N.Y.) Oswego State Education Center near Syracuse, N.Y.  The other funded the development of distance courses and fixed costs associated with the operation of the distance education initiative.

1994-95: Awarded two grants from the New York State Legislature to support construction of the SUNY Oswego Distance Learning Origination Center and first-year operation of the SUNY Oswego Distance Learning Pilot Project.  Courses were distributed to homes and high schools in Central and Northern New York via cable television in collaboration with Time-Warner Cable and WCNY (PBS), Syracuse, New York and via videoconference to multiple sites.  Awarded a grant by the SUNY Office of Educational Technology to continue funding the development of distance learning courses (funds were withheld due to State funding shortfall).

1993: Awarded a grant from the SUNY System Administration Office of Educational Technology to develop distance learning courses for the SUNY Oswego distance learning initiative.
