Discovery Education (aka United Streaming)
Access options – password required:
· Link from Reference Resources -> Images/Audio/Video, A-Z List or Education Guide
· Clicking on the database link will take you to an intermediary page with a general password that anyone can use.  (Off-campus users will need to log-in to reach this page.)    
· Personal accounts can be created, using the “passcode” provided. This allows you to assemble and save lesson materials for later access. 
Some things to know about DE:

· View full videos or video clips.  Many images also available. (Some from kids shows you may recognize, e.g., Reading Rainbow.)
· Videos may be viewed now or downloaded for future viewing.  Downloading is highly recommended for class presentation use.  

· While viewing video record, look for tabs showing “citations”, “related materials”, and a list of video segments. 
· To determine appropriateness of content for your audience, it is really helpful to view some of the video.  Many will be well suited to college level presentations.  
· Database links can be e-mailed to a collaborator.
· If “page can not be displayed” try reloading page.     
Downloading instructions: 
· Right-click on the download icon (or Ctrl + click if using a Mac) and choose "Save Target As..."
· Save to your flash drive or desktop. If embedding in PowerPoint, click for more directions.
Teaching materials available:

· Information on state standards addressed.  Materials are also searchable by the standard of your choice. 

· Teachers’ guides – these lesson plans include suggested classroom activities and resource lists. (Add to folder by searching for “lesson plan.”)
· Classroom tools – include “assignment builder”, “quiz builder”, and calendar with links to videos on important daily events. Classroom handouts may be available using the “blackline masters” link.  
· Many children’s literature titles, especially picture book videos from Weston Woods. It seems easiest to find these by browsing a “Weston Woods” results list, or narrowing the field by choosing “Language Arts -> Literature”
