RSS Feeds for Journal & Search Alerts 
Keep up with the latest research in your field by creating search alerts on your topic!  These alerts will automatically re-run your searches and notify you of any articles added to the database that match your requirements. You can receive:

· Updates on any search you have constructed in EBSCO databases, including ERIC and Education Research Complete.
· Tables of contents for new issues of key journals in your field

You must first establish a news reader account, such as Google Reader.

Then follow these easy steps to receive notice of newly published articles on your topic:
1.   Conduct the search you wish to save in the EBSCO database of your choice, including limits.  For education research try ERIC or Education Research Complete, available through the Education Research Guide or A-Z List of Databases.  Caution: for best results, return to the advanced search screen if you wish to add more limits or search terms. 
2.  Click on this orange box at the top of the results list: [image: image1.jpg]



3.  Your alert will be created and displayed in a new window.  Look for the blue “syndication feed”, which you should copy and paste into your RSS newsreader.  


For Google Reader this means:

· Click add subscription
· Paste url in the box

· Click add  -- add to folder if you wish
Caution:  Delete any blank space that appears at the start of the url when you paste it into Google Reader, to prevent errors in subscribing.  
4.  Remember to go and check your reader occasionally to see if new article citations have been delivered. With them you will find links for easy access 
For table of contents alerts, do a search on the title of your journal (e.g., “Reading Teacher”) choosing Journal Title from the menu in the box on the right.  Proceed as above with Steps 2-4.  
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
