Educational Goals and Behavioral Objectives

I. Students will understand the properties of magnets.

A. Students will predict which materials will be attracted to magnets.

B. Students will list materials that are attracted to magnets.

C. Students will compare a list of materials that are attracted to magnets with other students’ findings.

II. Students will understand the magnetic forces of repulsion and attraction.

A. Students will interpret data gathered in an Attraction/Repulsion experiment and determine if their results are consistent with the laws of magnetism.

B. Students will create a chart that compares and contrasts data gathered in an attraction/repulsion experiment.

C. Students will draw conclusions about the properties of magnets based on their findings in an Attraction/Repulsion experiment.

D. Students will relate magnetism to forces by describing how matter becomes magnetized and can attract or reel (push or pull) other forms of matter.
