PEER TEACHING ASSIGNMENT

I want you to have the opportunity to teach something you know well to a small group of your peers. Choose an area that you find interesting and/or valuable. The choice is yours, so feel free to select an appropriate topic that you are knowledgeable about. REMEMBER THAT YOU ARE PREPARING A LESSON FOR YOUR PEERS--NOT FOR CHILDREN!

You will have 20 minutes in which to teach your lesson. Prepare a plan that will help you process your lesson within the time limit.

I really want you to think carefully about the construction of your plan so it can support what you hope to accomplish. As instructors, we need to clearly define what our task is; we need to identify the task, develop the process, and have some sense of a desired outcome.

The number of points you receive will be connected to the evidence of thoughtful planning and the resulting evaluation and rewrite of your plan. Although the initial plan is very important, the analysis and reformulation (rewrite) of this plan is paramount. Therefore, as you and others critique this experience, it will lead you to new thinking regarding the planning process; your evaluation should reflect this insight. In other words, you should be able to determine how effective your lesson was and if your plan played a major role. How did your plan help or hinder you in teaching your material?

You are encouraged to use any format for your initial plan.  I realize that most of you are not familiar with many typical lesson plan formats yet. You might want to:

1.
Create your own.

2.
Get one from a book.

3.
Look at notes from other courses.

4.
Etc.

These are the things you must remember to do for this assignment:

1.
Have a copy of your lesson plan on the day you teach from it.
2.
Have copies of the plan for each of your peers to look at during feedback (one for each



member of your group--approximately 5 or 6).

3.   Make 5 or 6 copies of the Peer Teaching Feedback sheet that is on my website.

Take notes during feedback--perhaps on your copy of the plan.

4. On the date that the final draft is due, upload two things from your thumb/flash drive to the appropriate section of your electronic portfolio:

a.  A reflection on the lesson you taught (approximately 3 pages) AND 

b.  A new revised lesson plan.  

(Put both of these in one file.)
