MBA 550  – Management Policy (Graduate capstone course)

· The simulation should be taken out of the course completely.  All the decisions were arbitrary and there was no way to know what would make profits.  If it is not taken out, I suggest that the performance part of the grading system be lowered from 7.5 points to about 2.5 points.  The cumulative final that is based on all the business classes we’ve taken sounds like a bad idea. There is no good way to study.  Other than the simulation and the final, MGT 495 is pretty much like the same class as MKT 250, MGT 261, OPM 310 and HRM 386. ·  Great class overall.  One of the best I’ve taken.  Keep:  class discussion about current events and real world issues, extra credit through SIFE, company presentation.  Improve:  use different simulation, electronic sensors are very hard for students to relate to.  With a product of student interest there will be more self-thought as opposed to just following the books outline.  Tests should be all short answer or essay.

· Professor Khan does not give us adequate instruction or help to do our work.  He gives an obscene amount but cannot eve grade us on time.  I have waited months for grades.  The class is a capstone but is exclusively geared toward finance and accounting majors.  The simulation was the most time consuming, unclear project I have ever done and the grading was completely unfair considering how poorly the entire class did.  I honestly think Professor Khan is a nice guy, but expects far too much and gives far too little.  This is not my only capstone and I think it is ridiculous that some of us have to take 2 to begin with.  This was definitely one of the top 5 worst classes I have ever taken and the class is lowering my GPA.

· I did not think the simulation was a fair way to test our knowledge learned in the years in the business school.  Some of the information needed in the simulation was not learned in certain majors.  Our required courses that were not in our major were mostly generalized and therefore did not help us much in the simulation.  Some of the material on the tests was also some what difficult and could have been worded easier.

· I don’t think the simulations were helpful.    I was confused most of the time and I didn’t really understand what everything meant.  I think the simulations should be discussed in class step by step.  Although we have the book, it may still get confusing.

· I have two major issues with this course.  One issue is a decision made by the professor and the other is a decision beyond his control.  The issue I have with Professor Khan is the use of major field test as our final exam.  This test covers all material taught in the business school from accounting, finance, economics, management etc.  As a HRM major I find myself to be at an extreme disadvantage and do not find it fair that topics such as accounting & finance are being so highly stressed when I have not had use of them since the generic business courses required.  My second major issue is the simulation.  There was little to no direction from the professor and again finance was a major part.  Especially in the individual simulation with the board queries the majority of the questions deal with numerical equations related to accounting and finance.  I have just felt that throughout my “capstone” course it has not helped in relation to my major and will instead negatively affect my overall GPA due to the abundance of material not significant to my specific degree.

· I strongly disliked the team simulation.  Team work is a terrible educational tool because it always ends up with me carrying the team.  In a team of five this semester, I was stuck with two of the worst “team” members I ever encountered.  I wish I could evaluate them for you myself.  It infuriates me that their incompetence and laziness destroyed my grade for the team simulation.  Their poor attendance and very poor performance on the tests will hopefully bring their individual grades down.  You need to hold a class on the simulation because throwing us in with only the manual does not help us learn about the process, it only stresses people, well diligent students at least.  There should only be one presentation at the end of the semester.  This is not the only class we’re taking!  The individual simulation is incredibly time consuming in itself let alone making and rehearsing for 2 presentations.
