Fall 2013 Student Teaching Requirements
You must have these requirements completed to be eligible for student teaching in the fall:

1. Minimum 2.50 cumulative Oswego GPA

2. Complete a minimum of 80 semester hours of coursework

3. All professional education and concentration courses must be completed with a grade of C- or better

4. Earned grade of “S” in all prior field placements.

5. Complete a minimum of 80% of concentration, with grades or C- or better.

6. Completion of Safe Schools/Healthy Students (SSHS 1020 – online course)

7. Submit required student teaching application and forms by the deadline.

8. *All cognates completed with a C- or better:

*Childhood Education Cognates: PSY 100, 

PSY322/HDV322 or PSY 320, MAT 106 and MAT 206, one lab science, computer literacy or computer competency exam and the foreign language requirement.


*Adolescence Education Cognates: PSY 100, 

PSY323/HDV 323 or PSY 320, computer literacy or computer competency exam and the foreign language requirement. Adolescence Modern Language Candidates must successfully complete OPI 

at the Advanced Low Level.
*TESOL Cognates: PSY 100, PSY 322/ HDV 322 or PSY 323/HDV 323 or PSY320, computer literacy or computer competency exam and the foreign language requirement.
