RISE Travel Fund for Students Application Guidelines

The purpose of this program is to support and foster graduate and undergraduate students' presentations of research, performances, artistic and other scholarly and creative activities at professional conferences and forums.
Please be advised that there is a limited amount of funds available to support student travel requests. Most applications will not receive full funding, and cost-saving procedures are encouraged. These procedures would include selecting state and local conferences, applying for discount group rates at hotels nearby the conference, and driving to nearby venues instead of flying.
DEADLINE: These requests should be submitted at least two weeks prior to presentation. Students should submit requests after their work has been accepted for presentation.
ELIGIBILITY: Graduate students enrolled in a graduate program and matriculated undergraduate students at SUNY Oswego may apply.
APPLICATION PROCESS: In order to submit your request, you will need to complete the online application, submit an abstract of your work, a detailed budget, and a completed faculty sponsor form.
Upon return from the event, you will be expected to provide a) receipts to your department for reimbursement and b) submit your report.
FUNDS: The maximum award from any one source will be limited by the stipulations related to that funding source. 
FACULTY SPONSORSHIP: Students must secure a faculty or staff sponsor. The faculty sponsor form must be included with the application. 
APPLICATION CRITERIA: Requests for funding must include the information listed below.
Application Guidelines

I - ABSTRACT 
A brief (200 words or less) abstract that reviews the purpose and importance of this project. 
II –APPLICATION FOR FUNDING
Students should fill in the application found online at the Student Office of Research and Creative Activities (ORCA).
Students submitting group requests should submit individual requests within the 72-hor window
III – BUDGET
Complete a detailed budget listing items or expenses for which you are requesting funding and the cost of each.
IV- FACULTY SPONSOR
Submit a completed faculty sponsor form with each application.
UPON COMPLETION OF THE EVENT/CONFERENCE
Students should fill in the report form found online at the Student Office of Research and Creative Activities (ORCA). It should be done within ten days after the event. The absence of such a report will make other students sponsored by the same mentor unqualified to receive travel support in the future.
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
